	Word Family Fun!!

	Content Area:  Literacy
	Grade: Kindergarten
	Duration: 25 min. whole class session followed by 40 min. in the computer lab; 5 or more center rotations

	Objectives:


	The students will be able to identify words that have the same ending sound.
The students will be able to sound out and hear all three sounds in CVC words.

The students will be able to write CVC words.

The students will be able to write a sentence using a capital letter and a period at the end.
The students will be able to navigate the Starfall website successfully.

The students will be able to click and drag items with the mouse.
The students will be able to open a program on the computer.
The students will be able to maximize the screen by clicking on the box in the corner.

	Preparing Students for the Lesson:

· Transitions

	*Today you are going to have to be great listeners.  We are going to be having lots of fun doing things like reading words, wearing the bibs, dancing around the room and we are even going to the computer lab!  In order to do all these things everyone has to do their part and follow the directions carefully.  I have bob bucks for some children I see being respectful and showing responsibility to themselves and others.  Are you ready to have fun?  
*My class is familiar with our daily routines.  When they are walking around the room, when I want their attention again I clap a pattern with my hands, then they clap the same pattern, stop, freeze and look at me.

	Motivation:  (2 minutes)
(Whole Class, with the kids sitting on the carpet with white boards and markers in their lap)  On the SMART board, present a slide that displays words already grouped into word families.  Ask the children if they notice something about these words?  How are they grouped?  Why?  Someone will probably shout out word families because we would have been studying about them.  I will ask some higher level thinking questions to get them to think about word families.  Word family, what’s a word family?  Why do we have word families?  Why do we need to know about word families?   
Pre-Assessment: (2 minutes)
Bring out “Happy” the puppet.  Happy is going to say three words.  One word is going to not belong.  Listen carefully and see if you can tell him which word does not belong.  After he says the words put your hand up if you think you know and he will call on you.  Some words to say can be:   pig wig cat; hip sip cap; cat lap mat; can cap man; mop cot lot.  Have the child explain why the word does not belong.
Teacher Input: (20min. whole class; 40 min. computer lab)
1.)  Show the next slide on the SMART board.  Oh no!  The words have fallen out of the boxes.  Who did that?  How clumsy?  We need to help put them back in the correct word family box!  Who wants to come up to the board and help?  Choose one child to come up and read the words slowly by blending the letters together and then saying the word.  Once they say the word correctly they can move it into the correct box.  Ask why that word belongs in that box and not the other one?  Choose another student to put another word in the box.  
2.)  Then tell the class it is their turn.  They are going to pretend they are holding a box (the white boards).  They are to choose a word family of their choice to put in their box.  They can look on the SMART board and write words from it that belong in their box.  While the children are working the teacher will walk around and note on a sticky note any child who does not understand the concept of word families.  The teacher will give LOTS of praise and encouragement and hold up a couple of exemplary boards where the words are written neatly and organized one after another.     
Differentiation:  
*For my ELL student I will have a bag of pictures with the word written underneath.  She will have to sort pictures cat, bat, sat, pig, wig, dig into two piles and write one family on her board.  My TA, Mrs. Thompson will be sitting on the floor helping.  
*For the students that finish first, I will ask them to see if they can think of more words to add on their own.  I will give a sticker if someone can think of at least five more words.  They can be nonsense words too.  
3.)  Next, the white boards are erased and put down in front of the children.  Remind them about good listening and I just said not to touch. “So when I turn my back are you going to touch the boards? Nooooo!”  The teacher will play “quick teacher” and sort the words into the boxes and explain her thinking out loud as she does.  The teacher will mess up and put a word in the wrong place and see if the kids notice.  She will ask them to explain why.
4.)  Have the children place their white boards and markers on the back table and pick up a word bib, put it on and stand somewhere in the room.  Before the lesson started, the teacher would have written CVC word families on 20 bibs.  One per child.  The teacher is going to play some music while the students dance around the room, when the music stops the students will stop, turn to their closest neighbor and read the word on his or her bib.  The music starts again and the children continue dancing around the room.  Repeat four or five times.
5.)  Now tell the students they are going to do something that is very tricky.  Everyone is going to count down from 10.  When we get to the number 0 you have to get in groups around the room according to your word family ending.  Show them an example first.  Gather up all of the “ig” words and have them stand next to you.   Now it’s their turn.  Start counting down.  After the game have everyone place the bibs in a neat pile on the back table and pick up a word family book packet and a pencil.  Have them line up at the door to go to the computer lab!
6.)  As soon as they get to the lab, they turn on the computers and wait for instructions.  While the computers are booting up tell them to put their name on their books neatly and flip through the pages of the book looking at each page.  Ask them what they notice about each page in the book.  Tell them that they are going on a word family hunt using the Internet.  They will be playing games and spying words that have the same word ending.  Have them open up their books to the first page the ”__at” family.  Show them that when they find a word that belongs to this family they will write the word neatly.  They will then draw a picture of the word if possible.  After they have found 5 words they will then write a silly sentence at the bottom of the page.  Show them in the book.  Ask them what they notice on the opposite page.  Yes, there is a writing rubric.  Why do you think it’s there?  Yes, after you write your sentence you need to refer to the rubric and circle the smiley faces that say you have remembered capital letters, spaces between your words, punctuation, and check to see if you wrote neatly on the lines.   This is going to be a two week project.  At the end of the project you will be sharing your book with your book buddy and you will read each of the words to them and they will be checking the box off on your paper that says you read the book.  Show them in the book.  
7.)  Together as a class come up with a rubric on how their books should be completed.  At the end of the project they will each be scoring their own books.  So they need to take their time and do their best.  Tell them that Mrs. Alfonso, our school principle, wants to see some of the books.  At the end, I will choose three students to go to her office and show her your books!  So, do your best!  (The teacher will make copies of the class rubric and the children will paste it inside the back cover of their books.)

8.)  Have the children click “student links” on the Bethke homepage.  Then scroll down and click on Starfall.  Click on the “I can read” picture tab.  What do you see on this page?  Word families.  Click on the “_at” tab.  We are going to do the first page of our book all together, then throughout this week and next week during center rotations when it’s your turn to go on the computer you will be completing the rest of your book.  This will take a while and we want to be productive and finish our work. So what do you think we should do to help us stay on task?  (Someone will shout out “we should make a goal” because goal setting is repeatedly done as a class)  Ask what they think a reasonable goal would be for 20 minutes of computer time.  We will decide that at least one word family page can be completed in that time.  So everyone’s goal will be at least to do one page a day, but some children might want to do more.  Play the “ _at” game together as a class.  After they play the game once they are to go back and play again.  This time writing the words they make.  Tell them they can try and challenge themselves and write the word by not looking at the computer how to spell, but sound it out in their heads.  They can look at the computer and check the spelling after they try on their own.  Complete the “_at” family page together.  Remind them that tomorrow they are going to have to log on, find the Starfall website and click on the next word family all by themselves. 
Differentiation:

*My ELL student will sit at the front of the class so I can make sure she is paying attention and she can see my gestures while talking.  When explaining the word book whole class I will use hers as an example and make sure she knows what to do.  Mrs. Thompson, my TA, will be in the room helping as well, so if I see that she needs more 1:1 help I can have Mrs. Thompson be there.  I like for her to try on her own though first.  Sometimes she surprises me and doesn’t need help!  
*For the more abled children, who will probably finish early, I will guide them to click on the” book” tab next to the _at word family game.  They can read the _at family book sounding out the words.  If they need help on a word they can click the word and the computer will sound it out for them.  

Closure:  
Turn to your neighbor and read the words you have written today and your silly sentence.  Circle the word on each other’s pages you think is written the neatest.

	Assessment:


	1.)  Informal observation will occur by the teacher throughout the lesson.  She will have sticky notes that she can take notes on for future reference.  She will make note of the children who she has to help a lot and might not understand the concept of word families.  If needed a small word family intervention group can happen during quite time for further practice.
2.)  The children will be assessed if they can read the CVC word family words to their book buddies.  On each page of the word family book there is a section for the book buddies to check if they read the word independently.  If they needed help sounding out the word then the book buddy puts a circle if they read it on their own they put a check.

3.)  The students will be self-assessing their sentences along the way by filling out the writing rubric for each page.

4.)  During a center rotation, the children will score their own books according to the criteria they set in the whole class rubric.  The teacher will score as well and the child can compare their score versus the score of the teacher. 

5.)  On the last page of the book there is also a self –reflection page the student would have filled out about their books.  Some of the sentence starters say: 
What I like best about this word family book is…

I can tell someone put hard work into this book because…

My favorite page in my word family book is the ___ page because…
