	Title:  Have you filled a bucket today?

	Content Area:  Literacy
	Grade: K
	Duration: 60 minutes

	Objectives:


	The students will be able to write a sentence using a capital letter at the beginning and a period at the end.

The students will be able to phonetically spell words by writing the sounds they hear in a word.

The students will be able to draw a picture and write a sentence about what fills their bucket.  

	Resources and Materials:


	Smart board

document camera

writing paper, pencil, crayons

Book: How full is your bucket? For Kids by Tom Rath and Mary Reckmeyer
iPad and Little Bird Tales App

	Differentiation:


	I will walk around and sound out some of the words slowly for kids that need help.  Nico:  After letting him try on his own I will ask him what he wants to write I will write it with a yellow highlighter and he can trace my writing.

	Preparing Students for the Lesson:

	 I expect the students to be sitting on the carpet with their legs crossed during the book.  I expect them to raise their hand and not shout out.  I will give out bob bucks to children who are trying their best.  When writing we call it quiet work, so they are to work at their tables quietly.  When they are finished they can get out their writing journals and draw/write quietly until everyone is finished.

	1.  Remember the book we read last week “How to fill a bucket?”  What does filling a bucket mean?  
2. Today we are going to read another book about filling buckets.  It’s called “How Full is Your Bucket? “  Read the book.  Ask:  What does it means to have an invisible bucket over your head.  How does water drip out of your bucket?  How can your bucket get full?  

3. Have the kids get into a circle.  Have them close their eyes and think of one thing they can do to fill someone’s bucket.  As soon as they know their thing they can open their eyes.  Tell the kids we are going to pass around a stuffed animal.  You can share your idea when the animal gets to you.  Everyone will start their sentence with “I can fill a bucket by….. “  The teacher will go first and then pass the animal around the circle.  Everyone will get a turn to share.  
4. We are going to make a class book about how we can fill each other’s buckets.  Display the bucket writing paper on the document camera and SMART board!  Think of an idea to write and share it out loud with the class.  The teacher can write “I can fill a bucket by sharing with my friends.”  The teacher will write the sentence by sounding out the letters slowly and thinking out loud.  The harder words she will tap out on her arm saying the sounds slowly.  The teacher will model how to put a finger space between the words.  She will leave out the capital letter and period on purpose and see if the students notice.  She will make a big deal about remembering that every sentence begins with a capital letter and ends in a period.  All the other letters inside the sentence are the small lowercase letters.  The teacher will draw a picture and color it in modeling how to draw and color neatly inside the lines using lots of colors—not just one!

5. The children will then go back to their desks and write a sentence beginning with “I can fill a bucket by…..”  The teacher will keep her sentence on the document camera, but cover up her idea.  She will keep the “I can fill a bucket by” up on the board for the kids to copy.  

6. Remind the kids that this is quiet work time.  Are they going to know how to spell every word?  NO!  It doesn’t matter.  Just say the word slowly and write the sounds that you hear.  The teacher will give away bob bucks to the children she sees taping out the sounds on their arms and trying their best to write on their own!  
7. The teacher will walk around praising the students and every once in a while displaying some of the children’s work showing them what a good writer does!  

8. When the students are finished they must put their hands up and have the teacher check to make sure they have a capital letter at the beginning and period at the end.  The teacher will then take a picture of the writing and upload them into the story app Little Bird Tales.  

9. During quiet time the teacher will call the kids back one at a time to record them reading their sentence.  

10. The students writing and recording will then be put together to make an electronic story of how to fill someone’s’ bucket.   

11. The teacher will publish the story and share it with the class and as well as putting it on the class website.

	Assessment:


	The students will be assessed throughout the writing process.  The teacher will observe if their writing has a capital letter and a period.  She will see if the students were able to sound out the word on their own of if they needed help.  She will look at the end product to see if they understood how to form a sentence and draw a matching picture.  

	Notes & Reflections:


	Strength and weakness of my lesson
*I loved teaching this lesson.  They book was fantastic and visual!  It inspired the students to think of an idea of how they could fill someone’s bucket.  A strength of my lesson was modeling how to write a sentence to the whole class.  I made mistakes when I was writing and everyone giggled and said NOOOO!! I asked them what I did wrong.  It was engaging and kept them entertained since they had been sitting on the carpet for a while.  I felt that the quality of the work is better if I modeled and set my expectations high.  Giving out bob bucks at the beginning of them starting to write was a great motivation.  I saw a child start to get frustrated and I gave him a bob buck and made a big deal about him trying to sound the word out on his own without asking me.  He then kept on writing and wrote the whole sentence on his own.  Other children saw me giving out bob bucks and started sounding out words on their arms too!  
*Everyone was excited to record their sentence onto little bird tales!  When I showed the video they were so quiet and in awe!!!  One child said, “can we do it again.”  Another one said, “Hey, we can make an ABC book like Chicka Chicka boom boom and put it on there too.”

*A weakness was that I should have had the more abled kids write more than one sentence.  I only had enough lines on the paper for them to write one sentence, but the higher kids could have written more.
